Facultad, 25 24071 León, represented by Mr……….., Rector of the ULE, acting on behalf of the ULE, with sufficient powers to enter into this agreement under the provisions of the Statutes of the ULE, powers that not have been repealed or modified,

Both representatives, recognising their mutual legal capacity, enter into this present contract in representation of their respective entities, and to that effect, 
THE PARTIES TO THIS AGREEMENT DECLARE

ONE - That the ULE is an entity that undertakes scientific and technological research, training and development. 
TWO - That the ULE is the holder of the patent entitled ......................................, invented by the researchers ............................................ 
THREE - That the COMPANY wishes to obtain a licence to exploit the patent cited. 
Accordingly, the parties hereby agree as follows 
CLAUSES
ONE - PURPOSE OF THE CONTRACT 
The purpose of this contract is to regulate the licence to exploit patent number ........................, property of the ULE granted on the .......... and entitled ................................... .... to the COMPANY, for exploitation in ............................, for a period of .............. years and in order to ............................ 
The present contract does not include knowledge additional to the content of the patent application. In the event that the COMPANY wishes to acquire this knowledge, it shall be the subject of a transfer consultancy contract which shall regulate the conditions. 
TWO - GRANT OF LICENCE 
In accordance with the above and with the Statutes and Patent Regulations of the ULE, the COMPANY shall automatically receive a licence to manufacture and market the object of the cited patent, in compliance with the time, place and purpose specified in this contract. 
THREE - CONTRACT DURATION AND EXTENSION 
The period of validity of the license shall be as specified in clause one of this contract, commencing on the date of signature. In the event that the COMPANY wishes to continue exploiting the patent at the end of this period, both parties shall renegotiate the corresponding royalty. In the event of a failure to reach agreement, the exploitation license shall be deemed to be terminated. 
FOUR - AMOUNT AND TERMS OF PAYMENT 
As consideration for the exploitation licence, the COMPANY shall pay the ULE a royalty of ....% of the net value of sales of products manufactured according to the patent under licence. The net sales value shall be calculated according to the ex-factory price of the goods supplied by the COMPANY to its customers inside and outside the national territory, excluding transport costs to the destination and other costs not associated with the ex-factory price of the goods supplied. 
In the absence of sales of the abovementioned products, or for sales amounting to less than .... million Euros/year, the COMPANY shall pay the ULE a fixed amount of  ...... Euros every six months, by way of a minimum royalty fee, the first payment to be made six months after signing this contract. Once sales have commenced, payments shall be calculated according to sales invoiced in the previous six-month period. 

These amounts shall be subject to the corresponding VAT, and shall be paid into bank account number C/C ES60-2108-4200-8200-3200-1884 at the Banco CEISS, Oficina Principal, Avda. Ordoño II, 17, and made payable to the Universidad de León, Cta. de Tesorería, prior issuance of invoice, which will be issued with electronic signature and sent by the Ule to the company's next email address: ................................
FIVE - PATENT MAINTENANCE COSTS 
For the duration of the present contract, all costs arising from the payment of annuities to maintain the patent in force shall be borne by the COMPANY. The ULE shall make these payments, and charges shall be paid by the COMPANY at the request of the ULE.
SIX - OWNERSHIP OF PATENT RIGHTS IN OTHER COUNTRIES 
In the event that at the request of the COMPANY an agreement is reached to register this patent in a foreign country, this shall be done be in the name of the ULE, and the present contract shall be automatically extended to include exploitation of the patent in said country. The ULE shall carry out the corresponding procedures, and the COMPANY shall bear the corresponding registration and maintenance costs. 
In the event that the COMPANY does not require said registration, the ULE may nevertheless undertake such registration, and shall be free to license the patent to other companies in countries covered by such registration. 
SEVEN - USE OF PATENTS CEDED BY THE ULE 
The ULE reserves the right to use of the techniques, know-how and inventions assigned to the COMPANY in this contract, exclusively for the purposes of its own research. 
EIGHT - PERIOD OF EXPLOITATION 
The COMPANY is committed to exploiting the patent within a reasonable period from the signing of this contract, never exceeding ... years 
NINE - TRANSFER OF RIGHTS 
The COMPANY may not assign rights under this present contract to third parties without the prior written consent of the ULE.
TEN - RESPONSIBILITY FOR EXPLOITATION RISKS 
The COMPANY assumes any risks arising from industrial development of the patent, both in relation to products, service life tests, reliability, etc., and in relation to production systems. 
ELEVEN - TAX LIABILITY 
The COMPANY shall be responsible for all taxation on the commercial production and exploitation of the object of the patent. 
TWELVE - CLIENT GUARANTEES 
The COMPANY shall be responsible for all guarantees given to customers with respect to the object manufactured. The ULE does not accept any responsibility regarding third parties, and has no liability in legal actions arising from the commercial manufacture of the invention under licence. 
THIRTEEN - OBLIGATIONS OF THE COMPANY TO THE ULE 
The COMPANY'S obligations to the ULE are as follows: 
a. The COMPANY shall send written reports every six months, specifying the volume of sales of products subject to this contract and the date these were invoiced, for the preceding six-month period. 
b. The company shall keep accounts related to the patents subject to this contract and shall provide the ULE or the person the ULE designates with access to these, to enable verification of compliance with the agreed commitments. 
FOURTEEN - CANCELLATION DUE TO COMMERCIAL INFEASIBILITY 
In the event that upon completion of the development of the patent subject to this contract, the two parties agree that the products obtained are not commercially viable, by common consent they shall negotiate cancellation of the contract. 
FITFTEEN - CONTRACT TERMINATION 
Failure to comply with any of the obligations under this contract by either party, empowers the other to terminate it. In this event, all rights to commercial manufacture and exploitation by the COMPANY shall be automatically terminated, and the COMPANY shall be obliged ot pay the royalty corresponding to the current six-month period. 
SIXTEEN - PUBLIC DEED 
This document may be elevated to the status of Public Deed on request by either of the signatory parties to this present contract, at their own cost, or where this is required by the legislation currently in force. 
SEVENTEEN - JURISDICTION 
The COMPANY and the ULE agree to resolve any dispute which may arise under the terms of this present agreement amicably. 
In the event of a dispute, both parties agree to submit the case to the Tribunals in León, renouncing any recourse to their own jurisdiction. 
The company declares knowledge of the Public Entity Law nature of the ULE and therefore the applicability to the ULE of the rules of Administrative Procedure. Where necessary, the signatory parties to this contract will submit any disputes which may arise in the interpretation of or compliance with the present contract to the jurisdiction of Administrative Law for resolution.
