Both parties mutually recognise the legal capacity of each required to sign this agreement, in the name of the entities they represent and
DECLARE
That between the University of León and  

there has been a tradition of close links and amicable collaboration and relationships among their teachers and researchers in the pursuit of reciprocal improvements in pedagogy and research in areas of knowledge common to both. 
That the University of León and  
offer courses that lead to the title of PhD, with the understanding that the collaboration between the two institutions can be extremely useful in the training of                                               as it aims to achieve high quality and excellence in teaching at post-graduate levels. 
For all the aforementioned, all parties subscribe to this agreement to collaborate in accordance with the following:
STIPULATIONS

First.- TITLE AND  ORGANIZATION OF THE PROGRAMME
1. The University of León and                                               will establish a Doctoral Programme entitled                                                   to be taught jointly.

The formalisation of the agreement will be carried out by a body from each University which will assume, for its Doctoral Commission or equivalent, academic responsibility for the programme   .

2. Each university will participate in the said joint, inter-university doctoral programme under equal conditions and with equal rights, offering it as pertaining to each one of the universities. 

3. At the time this agreement is signed, the bodies or units responsible for the programme are:

In the future, new bodies may be incorporated with the approval of the coordinating academic commission of the programme. In the event, the incorporation would be via the signing of an annex to the present agreement, signed by the Rector of the university to which the said body belongs.
Second.- GENERAL ACADEMIC COMMISSION.

1. Where the organisation and supervision of the activities of the programme are concerned, each one of the bodies responsible will name a coordinator who will be a teacher with a PhD, attached to the programme. 

The coordinators will form a General Academic Commission, coordinator of the programme, that will establish the programming and academic aspects   in accordance with the terms specified in this agreement.

2. This commission will meet at least once a year to assess the implementation of the course and will propose, if necessary, changes in the contents and the syllabi.

The aforementioned commission will be responsible for taking all necessary decisions in relation to the running of the programme so as to assure implementation and quality, provided these are not the competence of another body, e.g., the Doctoral Commission or equivalent body at either university.

3. The Commission will be able to invite university teachers, researchers from public or private centres or businesses to teach on the doctoral courses, in accordance with the stipulations set down in the verification report on the programme.

THIRD.- ACADEMIC CONDITIONS.

1. To be admitted to the Doctoral programmes it is necessary to be in possession of the qualifications required by the rules and regulations of the university to which the application is made. 

2. A student who wishes to follow a programme must apply for admission to the programme through the responsible body at one of the universities.  The Academic Commission of the programme or equivalent body at either university will accept or reject the application in accordance with the rules of post-graduate admittance at each participating university and the guidelines and criteria established by the General Academic Commission.

Students will request pre-registration at one of the universities responsible and, once accepted, will register at the university where they have been selected.
3. Those students selected by the Academic Commission or equivalent body at each university should, within the confines of this agreement and prior to the commencement of the course, fulfil all necessary administrative requirements to formalise their application at whatever secretariat or administrative unit of the competent bodies. 
4. Students who are accepted will be required to pay, at the university where they register, the public fees applicable in each case.

5. The Academic Commission or equivalent body at each university will assign to each student admitted a tutor from among those teachers attached to the programme, who will guide the student throughout the course.

6. The teaching activities will take place in one or other of the universities, unless by mutual agreement another entity is proposed and agreed upon.

7. A post-graduate student will be considered attached, for academic and administrative purposes, via the corresponding body, to the University that takes responsibility for drawing up his/her academic record. There will be one, sole PhD certificate, and it will be issued by the university where the interested party has defended and read the doctoral thesis.  The official certificate and all other certifications will state that it is a joint certificate.
8. The University responsible for registering the title in the corresponding register of official titles will be the one where the student defends the doctoral thesis.  
9. Courses of the programme which students registered in the programme have passed at any one of the participating universities will be recognised, irrespective of where they registered. To ensure these can be included in the student’s post-graduate record, the corresponding records will be forwarded to the secretariat or competent administrative body of the university where the student is registered. Each university will provide the teachers with the corresponding academic recognition in accordance with post-graduate norms. In general, validation of results from doctoral programmes taken by a student prior to his/her incorporation into this programme is not contemplated.  
Fourth.- DOCTORAL THESIS.

1. The doctoral student should register and submit, at the university where pre-registration took place and before completing the doctoral programme, the doctoral thesis project endorsed by the director or directors of the project.  This university will determine the admission of the thesis project.
2. When the doctoral thesis is completed, with the authorisation of the director or directors and the prior approval from the body where the thesis project was submitted, legal formalities should be met and the thesis presented for public presentation and defence to the Doctoral Commission or competent body at the corresponding university. 
3. On completion of the programme and after approval, if such is the case, of the doctoral thesis, the title of doctor by the university where the thesis was defended can be obtained, specifying the doctoral programme

Fifth.- FINANCIAL TERMS.

The inter-university programme 

 will be financed from overall funding that results from what  each of the universities provides with the criteria that these establish.

The programme’s coordinating general academic commission will decide how to administer any other economic subsidy that the programme might obtain from other sources. In this regard, the designated University will support the programme by submitting it in answer to calls for quality programmes for financing.

With the aforementioned funding the various requirements of the programme will be met: student and teacher mobility, infrastructures for teaching and research, etc.

As a general rule, the host university, receiving teachers to teach on the programme at their institution, will cover costs arising from the corresponding mobility. 

Sixth.- Commencement and Duration.
The duration of this agreement commences in the academic course 
 

, and lasts at least for the duration of the following two academic courses, the minimum period within which the students doing the DOCTORAL PROGRAMME, the subject of this agreement, can conclude these post-graduate studies. 
The duration is conditioned by the approval of the annual teaching syllabus by the Doctoral Commission or competent body of the participating universities. 
The agreement may be extended tacitly per biennial cycle for no more than twice. Beyond that time, extension will be by expressed wish and signed by both parties.  

Seventh.- Withdrawal.

Any of the parties may withdraw from this agreement by informing the other implicated party in writing, giving three months notice of the date they wish to terminate, or, if applicable, extend the agreement.

Whatever the case, the parties undertake to finalise the development of actions already initiated on receipt of the withdrawal notice. 

Eighth. – responsible.
Those responsible for the monitoring, modification and resolution of the agreement will be:
