

SPECIFIC COLLABORATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNIVERSITY OF LEÓN (SPAIN) AND 

FOR THE PREPARATION OF DOCTORAL THESES BASED ON CO-SUPERVISION

Juan Francisco García Marín, Rector of the University of León, post to which he was appointed in accord with the Junta of Castille and León nº 19/2016, 21th of April (B.O.C. y L. nº 77, 22th of April), acting as representative for the University of León as a result of the authority conferred on him by article 20 of the organic law 6/2001, 21st December, of Universities, and article 78 of the statutes of  the University of León, approved in agreement 243/2003, 23rd October, by the Junta of Castille and León, address: Avda. Both parties mutually recognise the legal capacity of each required to sign this agreement, in the name of the entities they represent and

DECLARE

That the University of León and    

are interested in enabling the preparation of doctoral theses based on “co-supervision” and to this end both parties subscribe to this agreement which will be governed by the following:  
STIPULATIONS

First.- Subject of the agreement
The purpose of this agreement is to establish bilateral institutional collaboration for the

preparation of doctoral theses based on co-supervision.


Second.- Academic aspects
1. One academic prerequisite to the co-supervision scheme in this agreement, requires the doctoral student to prove that he/she meets all the requirements for admission to the doctoral programme as established in the Royal Decree 99/2011, of 28th of January, which governs official doctoral courses, or the legislation in force and, where applicable, the equivalent academic requirements of the other signatory institution in this agreement. 

2. The registration and admission of the doctoral thesis project, the proposal and approval of experts for the tribunal, the deposit of the doctoral thesis doctoral and the application for admission for the reading/defence of the doctoral thesis will conform to the regulations in force at the time at the university where the aforesaid application is made.

3. The doctoral student will carry out his/her work under the direction and responsibility of a thesis director in each of the signatory universities or entities.


4. In the case of the ULE, application for co-supervision of the doctoral thesis will be made to the academic commission of the programme or the corresponding responsible body on presentation of the doctoral thesis project for approval.


5. If the body responsible accepts this proposal, it will submit it to the doctoral commission or equivalent body for its approval, if necessary. Furthermore, the doctoral commission or equivalent body may take necessary steps to ensure that the different stipulations of this agreement are fulfilled. 


6. In order to implement this agreement, an annex will be included for each doctoral student, which will be bound to the agreement and in which the identity of the directors of the thesis will be presented, stipulating, at least, the following details: name and surnames, the title of PhD held, the position or post of responsibility and the department or body wherein they serve, as well as the name of the doctoral student, the address of the responsible body where the doctoral thesis project is registered and the title of the project.


7. The doctoral student will compose the thesis in Castillian Spanish or in English. In any case, at least the summary, the index and the conclusion of the thesis, will be composed in Castillian Spanish, in line with the corresponding standards that apply at the university where the doctoral thesis is to be deposited and defended.


8. The thesis will be defended once only at one of the universities or other signatory institutions in this agreement. The place where the thesis is to be defended will be determined through agreement between both directors. The doctoral commission of the ULE and the equivalent body of     

                                                                                                              , will be informed of the outcome of this agreement with a minimum notice of two months.


9. The constitution of the tribunal that is to judge the thesis, the exposition and the procedure to be followed in the defence of the thesis will adhere to the regulations that are in force at the University where the defence is to be held. Regarding the composition, there will be at least one member of each of the universities or institutions partaking in the co-supervision. Costs incurred for the defence of the doctoral thesis, including travel, accommodation and maintenance of the members of the tribunal, will be borne by the entity where the thesis is defended. In the case of the University of León the costs incurred will be charged to 


10. The PhD certificate will be issued at the institutions that are signatories in the specific agreement and will include the mention of “Co-supervision with

                                                       ", in so far as the respective regulatory norms for the issuing of official university certificates applicable in each country so allow.

Third.- Administrative aspects

1. The minimum stay that the doctoral student should spend at each of the institutions participating in this agreement so as to guarantee effective co-supervision will be  
                      .

The maximum time for the preparation of a thesis under co-supervision will be the same as that which applies to an ordinary thesis.


2. The doctoral student will be responsible for ensuring he/has has adequate health insurance during the period that the procedures laid down in this agreement are to be carried out. To this end, he/she will be required to provide certification/proof of insurance cover for civil responsibility contingencies, accidents, illness and repatriation due to illness or death. 


3. Registration in the co-supervision scheme will take place at both universities. The doctoral student will be responsible for paying the corresponding public fees, as well as costs arising from the presentation and defence of the doctoral thesis, or any others that might arise. The doctoral student will also be responsible for all his/her travel, accommodation and maintenance costs.

4. The doctoral commission or equivalent body at the ULE will maintain a register of doctoral theses that are defended within the co-supervision scheme, monitoring and tracking them. 

5. As regards the modalities of deposit, rights of the author and reproduction of the thesis, as well as intellectual property of the University or the institution where these activities take place, these will be in accordance with the stipulations provided under the regulations in force.


6. Independently of that which is stipulated in this agreement, the doctoral student can obtain at the ULE and at 
the title of doctor with the distinction of  "European doctor" 
, provided he/she conforms to  the regulations and specific requirements necessary to obtain the said title. 
Fourth. - Responsible
Those responsible for the implementation of the activities planned for in this agreement and the monitoring of the same will be:

Those responsible will be in charge of overseeing the correct implementation of the activities outlined in this agreement and of seeking to resolve in an amicable manner any possible controversies which might arise between the parties. 
Those responsible may, at any time, propose to both parties modifications to the stipulations in this agreement, including either the removal or addition of any other they may judge opportune. 

Final Provisions

1. Under this agreement, each of the signatory institutions will recognise the validity of a doctoral thesis defended under the agreement, and commits to issuing the corresponding title of doctor. 
2. This agreement will come into effect on the day that it is signed and will last for the duration of three years. Once this period has elapsed, it will automatically be extended for a further three years, unless the ULE and/or
                                                                              , express in writing their wish to terminate six months prior to the expiry of the time-limit in force, this always without prejudice to any already initiated, unfinished, joint undertakings.

And as proof of conformity with the aforementioned, both parties sign this agreement in duplicate at the place and on the date that appear in the header.
